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Coefficient of Static Friction and Rack and Pinion Steering
The coefficient of static friction between wheels and asphalt is between .72 and 1.2 probably closest to 1.

The most common steering system for solar cars is rack and pinion steering which is used to convert the circular motion of the wheel to linear motion to turn the wheels. The solar cars from MIT basically all use the rack and pinion technology. Below are websites we could purchase rack and pinion steering from.
